Minute No. 1891
MINUTES:
Minutes of the meeting of the Board held on Tuesday the 5th of June 2007 having been circulated to all members were taken as read and found to be correct.  The Chairman then signed them as a true record.

MAINTENANCE:
Pumps

Hook Clough Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly and no problems have been reported regarding the weedscreen cleaner.


The anti-surge equipment has now been fitted at this Station. 


Downes Ground Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps are working correctly and the weedscreen cleaner is operating properly.  The Clerk further reported that the hedgerow on the track leading to the Pumping Station had been cut back as it has grown quite heavily during the early summer months and was impeding traffic between the site.    


New Potter Grange Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that No. 1 Pump had been removed from this Station for refurbishment at the beginning of June and was being fitted on the 8th of August 2007.  The Clerk explained that No.2 Pump will be removed during September for refurbishment purposes.  

The weedscreen cleaner is not working on ‘auto’ due to a fault and Lincoln Electrical Services are due to attend to repair the problem. 
 


Orchard Cottage Pumping Station

The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly.  The Pump Attendant has reported problems with some of the wall lights at this Station and this matter has been passed to Lincoln Electrical Services.  No more tipping has occurred since the last meeting.

Southfield Lane Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this site are working correctly and no problems have been reported.  
Mobile Pump

The Clerk reported that the new mobile Pump had been delivered preceding the heavy storms at the beginning of June.  Following the storms, a summary of events was discussed between the Vice-Chairman, the Clerk and the Engineer.  It was agreed that the old Pump should be totally refurbished and placed on a road trailer so that it was available for use in an emergency.  It was also agreed that we must expect such severe weather in the future and must take as many precautions as possible to ensure that the Board protects the District wherever possible.

FLOODS:
The Clerk explained that in the terrible floods at the end of June, beginning of July the Board’s system had appeared to cope adequately.  During the bad weather the new mobile Pump had been installed at New Potter Grange Pumping Station to cover for the missing Screw Pump and performed extremely  well.  Consequently, the District did not suffer too badly with flooding.  The usual problems occurred in the Hook Road of Goole area which is a Yorkshire Water problem.

DRAINS:
The Clerk reported that the maintenance programme had a poor start to the season and it is expected that there would be a late finish to the work for 2007.


The Clerk had reported that he had received no further reports of pollution since the last meeting.


It was intended to extend the area of the new Drain which carries water from the Centreport Rising Main to New Potter Grange Pumping Station by enlarging the Drain. This will ensure that there is more area for storing water if and when required.  A Notice is to be served upon the Developer and a price for the work to be carried out is being made available by Sweeting Bros.  Further enquiries by the Clerk will be required from the Conservation Consultant when he returns from his holidays.

HEALTH AND SAFETY:

DEVELOPMENT

(CENTREPORT):
The Clerk reported that heavy rains had caused several problems for the Contractors who had to deal with severe mud problems.  The first meeting between the Drainage Board and the Developers regarding the commuted sum took place in June but did not come to any conclusion.  It had been agreed to meet in the near future in order to discuss the matter further.  


Another meeting had taken place with John Gorman the Drainage Engineer on behalf of the Developers, which related to the Drains etc. This took place in July and was most useful and hopefully some progress was made regarding the Drainage programme.    

The Clerk reported that he had written to Yorkshire Forward to remind them regarding their overdue payment of the commuted sum for the maintenance of equipment installed at New Potter Grange and Orchard Cottage Pumping Stations some three years ago.  It is expected that this matter should be resolved in the near future.  


Jon Traill the Ecologist Consultant reported the capture of two Mink onsite near to Centreport.  He is keeping an weather eye on the Drain state on the Centreport site and within the Drainage District as a whole with a view of the reinstatement of the Water Vole.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:
An report was presented to the members by the Engineer:




           FLOODING REPORT - JUNE 2007

A very severe flood event occurred on the 25th June, when approx 100mmm (4”) of rain fell in less than 12 hours fell on a completely saturated catchment.

ORCHARD COTTAGE PUMPING STATION

This worked well, although there is no automated weed screen facility yet at that pumping station.  

No problems with the pumps or any electrical trip outs.

NEW POTTER GRANGE PUMPING STATION

This is in process of refurbishment, one of the screw pumps having been removed I June.  This work was done at the potentially the most dry time of the year, which is the summer. Unfortunately this year has been very different, with the wettest period occurring shortly after we removed the pump.

We made a decision, following the very high water level in the drain on the Monday night, 25th June 2007, to move on site the new emergency pump that was purchased by the Board.  This pump began pumping the following day on Tuesday, as water levels were still very high; the drain level was at the highest the Pump Attendant had ever seen. Following the successful installation of the pump, the pump efficiency and ease of use was confirmed and water levels were reduced down to near normal wet conditions by the following day.  The pump was kept on site working for the following week. 

We had no problems with the single screw pump that was left in, which operated normally.  

DOWNES GROUND PUMPING STATION

Problems with the quantity of debris in skip being removed by the raking machine at Downes Ground Pumping Station.

SOUTHFIELD LANE PUMPING STATION

No problems have been reported.

HOOK CLOUGH PUMPING STATION

No problems have been reported.

CENTREPORT DEVELOPMENT

An inspection was made on the evening of the 25th June 2007. Water levels were very high in the existing storage area, with a water level near to the top concrete plinth level of the inlet sump. Pumping station coped. Aerial photos of the flooding have been handed over to the board by the contractor.

A complaint was made by Mr Capperello, regarding flooding in his cellar.  Pump Attendant made visit and spoke to him.

1. Downes Ground Pumping Station - Refurbishment
Movement monitoring; report by the end of 2007. The Engineer will check for any further movement before the end of the summer 
(last read in November 2006).

2. Junction 36, M62 Centreport Development
Work has been progressing well with the development and by the middle of June, works were ahead of schedule.  However, at the end of July, works were behind schedule.  Originally, it was hoped to complete the works by 1st September 2007, this is now unlikely to occur, as the extremely bad weather over the last 6 weeks has resulted in virtually no earth moving and further works on the storage ditches.  
Flooding problems to the existing pumping station, which has not, as yet the Board’s responsibility, has been a problem and debris has entered the existing storage lagoon, causing possible problems to the pumps.

Meetings have been held to discuss the commuted sums computation and also the monies still due from Yorkshire Forward, not yet received by the Board.  Some progress has been made.  Further meetings have been requested to get common agreement to the commuted sum computation. Further site visits by the engineer, clerk and vice chairman have occurred since the last board meeting.

It is possible that the new estate road will be moved to the north, following the purchase of new potter grange by the developers. 

3.  New Potter Grange Pumping Station Refurbishment Works
Perry Pumps started work on the 1st June 2007, one screw pump was subsequently removed and taken off site to refurbish. It is due to be retuned to site on the 3rd August 2007 and the second pump will then be removed and again refurbished. 

4.  Orchard Cottage Pumping Station Refurbishing Works
The design for the Orchard Cottage refurbishment (electrical and mechanical works) is nearing completion. The Weedscreen tender has been let to EIMCO water Technologies for £48,650 on the 19th April 2007.  Drawings have been approved by the engineer and the raking machine is presently being manufactured and is due to be installed this autumn. The site fencing will need to be extended to prevent vandalism of this equipment.

5.  NFCDD database and asset management – Progress Report

The field survey work has been completed on all the drains within the Goole and Airmyn IDB area.  Since some of the drains on the Centreport development have been / will be filled in, this part of the drain survey cannot be formally completed until all new drains are constructed and adopted.

It is not possible for IDB’s to input data onto the EA system. Discussions with suitable contractor IDB4IDB, have proved fruitless, due to contractual problems with Kings Lyn Consortia. ADA now require information by end of August 2007, board engineer will organise the necessary production of information.

6.  Fluvial Grant Aid – Future Work Submission

Following recent flooding in the UK there are indications from DEFRA/EA grant monies will again be released to drainage boards. As agreed at the last board meeting, the engineer is now progressing feasibility schemes for the Hook and Southfield Lane improvement schemes.

Broad details of costings for these schemes have already been forwarded to DEFRA for incorporation in future funding bids.

7. Telemetry
The Board wish to investigate Oriel Systems further, with a view of possibly adopting a telemetry system from them. A meeting was held with Oriel Systems on the 24th April 2007 and together with the Clerk I had visited Lindsey marsh IDB earlier today from which a lot of useful information was gained.  A tender document for telemetry with Oriel Systems is now to be designed and sent out no later than the 31st of October 2007.
8.  Weather Conditions 

The most severe summer weather condition encountered for over 100 years in the East Riding occurred in the last 2 weeks of June, with some 100mm of rain falling on the 25th and over 200mm of rain falling in 2 weeks. Generally below average temperatures since April, which was a very warm month. Rainfall at Newport totalled some 320mm from the 12 June until the end of July 2007. Goole had an additional thunderstorm on the 12th June, which resulted in around an extra 20mm of rain.

 Normally only 500mm of rain falls in a single year in East Yorkshire.
