Minute No. 1796
MINUTES:
Minutes of the meeting of the Board held on Tuesday 3rd of October 2006 having been circulated to all members were taken as read and found to be correct.  The Chairman then signed them as a true record.

MAINTENANCE:
Pumps


Hook Clough Pumping Station

The Pumps at this Station are working correctly.  Another fault occurred on the control panel at this Station which prevented No. 2 Pump from switching on.  Lincoln Electrical Services Engineer Mr Mayo attended and the situation was resolved, the problem had been caused by a thermostat short circuiting.  
The Clerk reported that on the 9th of October 2006 the Pumping Station had been hit by a Sports car and the two young men were occupants and they were fatality injured in collision.  The Engineer had visited the site the following day, he carried out a survey and his reports were forwarded to this office.  

The accident was reported to the Boards’ insurance company who requested that the Board obtain prices for the work to be carried out, this was done and only one builder submitted a tender – Roy & Al Builders of Rawcliffe who offered a price of £4,300.00 plus VAT. The insurance company confirmed that the work should be carried out and asked that the Board have the work done and then the insurance would settle the account.  The Builders have repaired the fence and the work on the building is due to start in the near future.  
The Clerk then reported that a problem had occurred on the weedscreen cleaner.  When it was first examined by the installer it was believed that the motor had burned out, a new motor had been obtained from Germany.  However, when the Engineers came to fit the motor they had found that it was in fact the cam which was faulty.  To date the machine is still not working as the delivery of the cam has not yet been completed.    
Downes Ground Pumping Station

The Pumps at this station are working correctly.  No problems have been reported at this site since the last meeting.
Orchard Cottage Pumping Station

The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly.  
The back flow which was reported at the last meeting has now been remedied.  The contractors had found a large piece of wood jammed in the flap valve which had caused the back flow of water.  

No. 2 Pump went offline at the beginning of November and Perrys Pumps were asked to investigate, when the Pump was lifted it was found that the bottom bearing had disintegrated.  The Impella was damaged and the bell housing had dropped off.  The Pump was taken away for repair and was returned on site on the 30th of November and appears to be working correctly.  

On Monday 20th of November the control panel had locked out and this had caused slight flooding on the land adjacent to the Pumping Station.  The Pump Attendant had been able to operate the Pumps manually and brought the levels down.  Mr Mayo of Lincoln Electrical Services had attended that day and after some extensive work he had discovered that the fault was in fact the timer clock (which is never used by the Board) which had somehow operated on its own and effectively stopped the system.  Mr Mayo has effectively removed the clock from the system.     

New Potter Grange Pumping Station

This Station is working correctly and no problems have been reported since the last meeting.
Southfield Lane Pumping Station

The Pumps are working correctly and no problems have been reported since the last meeting.

DRAINS:
The flailmowing contractor has just about completed all work that he is required to do for the Board at this time and the work of de-weeding continues.  It is hoped that this work shall be completed before Christmas.
The Clerk informed the Board that Weedfree are due to commence work on the Drains in areas adjacent to the culverts in order to knock down any undergrowth which has developed over the years.  This work will commence in January 2007.

(CENTREPORT):
The Clerk reported that following the last meeting the Vice-Chairman, 


the Engineer and the Clerk had met with the developer’s representatives for this site and good progress was made.


The developer has now received permission to remove the water voles from site and have actually caught 27.  They have now been removed to Devon where they will be bred and their grandchildren, hopefully a total of about 50 will be returned to this site in 2008. 


The second meeting with the developer’s representatives took place in November in order to clarify several matters in relation to the maintenance of the Drains.  These problems were finally sorted out and the matters agreed in principal only.  The developers have now sent a copy of the last water vole strategy document issue no. 7 which once it has been checked by the Engineer and the Clerk and if it fits as per the Board’s agreement then it would be signed off.  


The Clerk then reported that he and the Engineer has met with Mr Edwin Maund of the East Riding of Yorkshire Council’s Strategic Planning Office regarding this site.  An lengthy discussion had taken place and many problems were resolved.  

He further reported that new plans had now been received from the East Riding of Yorkshire Council for the site and proposed new Tesco RDC.  These plans are to replace all former plans relating to this part of the project.

One of the Board’s was this particular Company and the other one is organised by JBA.
