MAINTENANCE:
Pumps

Hook Clough Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly and no problems have been reported since the last meeting. The weedscreen cleaner is working correctly and Lincoln Electrical Services have now fitted the extra emergency stop button to the weedscreen cleaner as requested by the Health and Safety Consultant.

Downes Ground Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly. There have been no reports of problems with the weedscreen cleaner since the last meeting. He explained that the meter reading for the Pump owned and used by Mr. Huddlestone will be taken this week for his annual invoice which will be forwarded for his attention.

Orchard Cottage Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly. The faulty lights have now been repaired and are working correctly. He explained that work had commenced on fitting the new weedscreen cleaner at this site. It had been hoped that the machine would be in use by the end of December but have now been informed by the manufacturer that there will be a delay in the complete installation of the site through circumstances outside their control.

New Potter Grange Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that Pump No. 1 has now been working fully since its refurbishment and there have been no problems found.


Pump No. 2 has also been returned and is working correctly. There have been no problems reported apart from a couple of minor snags which have been sorted out.


It was explained that the old control panel had now been replaced and the new equipment had been installed and is working efficiently.


It was reported that the weedscreen cleaner had again failed on automatic and upon examination by Mr Mayo of Lincoln Electrical Services was found to have leaks on the hydro pipes which had caused air to enter the system hydraulic. This has now been successfully repaired and the grab is now working correctly. 


Southfield Lane Pumping Station


The Pumps at this Station are working correctly.


Drains

The Clerk reported that over 90% of the annual maintenance of the Drains had now been completed. There are still some areas which need to be dealt with later in the year. These have been discussed with the Contractors and will be sorted in due course. 

The Clerk reported that there had been further pollution of the Drain at New Potter Grange since the last meeting which had been notified to the Environment Agency. It appears that no action has been taken by them and the Board had not been informed of any details. 
It was then explained that the work on the north side of the M62 Culvert on Towns Drain has now been completed and twin Culverts fitted. Pipes have been overlaid with hardcore and sand and cement bags.

The Clerk reported that the notices for the work to the south side of the same Culvert had been placed in the local papers and work would be able to commence towards the end of December if there are no objections raised by the public. 

It was further reported that the work relating to the Drain on Centreport is still in hand and this matter is being dealt with by Natural England who are trying to assist the Board in every way.

DEVELOPMENT

(CENTREPORT/

CAPITOL PARK):
It was reported that the majority of the work has now been completed on site. The main Contractors have moved off, leaving behind the snagging team. There have been several problems which the Board are currently watching and are in constant contact with the Developers regarding them. It was reported that a meeting had been held on 7th November with the agents of the Developers. It had been an intense but worthwhile meeting lasting some 4 hours, and it was felt that at the end, some headway had been made in dealing with the problems to hand. A further meeting had taken place on 30th November with representatives of the Developers, who were known to be keen to try and have the matter resolved as soon as possible and at least before the end of the year. The Vice Chairman then reported that at the meeting it had been agreed to accept a commuted sum of £550,000 to cover a period of 50 years from the Developer. This sum was discounted by 2.06%, which in real terms means that the Board will receive £345,400 from the Developer. It was agreed that the Developer should pay 50% upon signing of the agreement and the second half to be paid either on the completion of the total infrastructure on site or within 2 years of the date of signing the agreement, whichever was the sooner. It was agreed that the Board should instruct their solicitor, Mrs Eileen Godfrey of Heptonstalls to complete an agreement regarding this work. 

The Engineer explained that there was concerns regarding the condition of the Pumping Station at this site and the Board representatives had stated quite clearly that they would not accept the responsibility for the Pumping Station until it had been brought up to the Board’s required standards. The Developers had agreed that they would pay for any work that was required to be carried out. It was also pointed out that the Board had required that the Developer wherever possible use the Board’s Contractors for the work. 


It was then proposed that the Board accept the Offer and Terms and Conditions which had been negotiated by the sub-committee. It was unanimously agreed to go ahead with the agreement and the sub-committee were instructed to complete the work as soon as possible.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:
The Engineer reported as follows:-

Downes Ground Pumping Station - Refurbishment

A report was read out in the last Board Meeting, and it was agreed to monitor again in a years time.  There is slight ongoing movement, but it is at a low level.

Junction 36, M62 Centreport Development
The Tesco Development we understand now is virtually fully functional.  Lorries are coming and going and is being used as a completed centre. Problems with the Centreport pumping station have occurred on site which is outside of the Board’s control; with 2 failures of the pump in the last 2 months, the second one occurring in the last week of November.  The Clerk and Engineer have made an inspection on the 16th November, and have confirmed various outstanding issues.  Some of these relate to the standard of works to the drains, which were of concern.  Initially the impounding areas appear to be functioning correctly, but that the rising main clash with the connection between the 2 of the impounding ponds has still not been resolved.  Our initial proposals to place an air valve over the top of the pipe, has not had a response from the Consultants.  The second option would be to run the pumping main beneath the connecting pipe work.  The Board’s Engineer will not be happy with the connecting pipe being lowered to miss the rising main as was suggested by the Consultant acting for the developers.

New Potter Grange Pumping Station Refurbishment Works
Both pumps have been re-fitted and working normally. A new control panel has also been installed and this functioning correctly as well.
Orchard Cottage Pumping Station Refurbishing Works

Weed screen-cleaning equipment works have started on site, although due to some forgotten apparatus, the works cannot be finished until the parts show up.  Should be completed by the end of December. Existing fence line to be extended to incorporate additional Weedscreen cleaner stanchion post. New weed screens may be required.

All work has been inputted to ADA, and no further work undertaken since the last meeting.

Fluvial Grant Aid – Future Work Submission

MTP applications, following discussions with DEFRA at the end of November, we understand that the decision on these has been delayed until January/February of next year, (2008).

We also understand there is a considerable debate amongst the Politicians regarding the MTP point scoring, up to what level will be necessary to achieve approval.  We have been recently indicated levels as high as 30 and as low 20, the latter will give our schemes approval.

The jury is still out on this one.

Telemetry
The Engineer has substantially completed his work on Telemetry.  Tender documents will be sent out before Christmas for return in the New Year.
