The accident damage has now been repaired and a cheque has been received from the Insurance company to cover the costs of the work.


Downes Ground Pumping Station

However, the weedscreen cleaner has stopped working and this is believed to have been caused due to a fall in pressure in the oil.  The machine is to be repaired on the 31st of January 2007 when it receives annual service.
