Minute No. 1847
MINUTES:
Minutes of the meeting of the Board held on Tuesday 30th of January 2007 having been circulated to all members were taken as read and found to be correct.  The Chairman then signed them as a true record.

MAINTENANCE:
Pumps

Hook Clough Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps are working correctly at this Station.  There had been another slight road accident at this Station when an unknown motor vehicle collided with the perimeter fence causing slight damage to the fence. 

The weedscreen cleaner has now been serviced.


The problems of fly tipping are beginning to occur once more.  


The Clerk reported that he had now forwarded a purchase order to Lincoln Electrical Services for the supply and fitting of a suppresser at this Station.     


Downes Ground Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that No. 2 Pump was currently having problems and not working through the three phase system.  Mr Mayo of Lincoln Electrical Services had attended and had ordered the necessary parts and the machine should be back online within a few working days.  


The weedscreen cleaner has now been repaired and serviced and is once again working correctly.   


Orchard Cottage Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps are working correctly.  There has been a problem with fly tipping as someone is dumping fridges into the Drain and there have been problems caused in the removal of them.  The Clerk further reported that Network Rail are removing trees and the old railway line from the old sidings at Albert Street.  Several of the trees from that site are being allowed to enter the Drain and the Contractor has been contacted with a view to this practice stopping.    


New Potter Grange Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps are working correctly.  There have been no further problems reported at this Station.  The weedscreen cleaner has received its annual service and no problems have been reported.   


Southfield Lane Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps are working correctly and no problems have been reported at this Station.
The Clerk reported that Weedfree have now completed the work for which they were contracted.

DEVELOPMENT

(CENTREPORT):
It was reported that the work had now commenced at Centreport at the Tesco site.  The top soil had been removed and the Contractors have in-filled the Drains which are below the footpath of the building and are busy forming the large attenuation ditch.  


A meeting between the Board’s Engineer and the Developer’s team and the Clerk took place on the 1st of March 2007 at the Clerk’s office.  It was regarded that the meeting was fruitful and a lot of problems have been sorted, however, the Board would not sign off any work as we were not satisfied with some of the outstanding issues.  These are still to be resolved.  It was agreed to meet with the Developers again on the 19th of March 2007 with a view to finding common ground on many of the matters if the Board is satisfied with the information supplied.  


On Friday the 9th of March 2007, the Clerk reported that it came to the Board’s attention that recently a local Councillor had been seen on the Board’s access track to New Potter Grange Pumping Station.  The Councillor had a large party of School children and several adults with him.  It is understood that they were looking for Newts.  The Board were not informed of the School children being within the location of the Board’s Drains, concern was shown regarding safety for the children.

MOBILE WATER PUMP:
The Chairman reported that for some time now enquiries have been made regarding the viability of purchasing a Mobile Water Pump for use in emergencies by the Board.  Having made several enquiries into the matter, the Chairman stated that together with the Vice-Chairman and the Clerk had visited a site meeting at Sherburn in Elmet and was shown a Water Pump by a Company named Hidrostal who are Pump Manufacturers.  The performance of the Pump was very impressive and the Chairman advised the Board that this Pump would be the ideal equipment for use by this Board.  There followed a discussion regarding the item and it was finally agreed unanimously that the new pump should be bought at a cost of no more than £22,000.00 plus VAT.  The Clerk was instructed to make the necessary arrangements.

Minute No. 1863
ENGINEER’S REPORT:
The report was presented by the Clerk in the absence of the Engineer: 





Downes Ground Pumping Station – Refurbishment
Under movement monitoring; report by end of 2007. The Engineer will check for any further movement this month.

Junction 36, M62 Centreport Development
Work has started on site (5 February 2007) and the Centreport Contractors have filled in some of the Board’s Drains. The Developer and Contractor have been made aware of Land Drainage / possible flooding issues at this location. The Engineers have visited the site prior to the commencement of works and twice subsequently, further additional site visits will be necessary.

Some details of the Centreport development have not yet been presented for our consideration, in addition some parts of the Centreport development may change in the future. 

The Engineer and Clerk have met to discuss the development, and other meetings with Jordan Pritchard Gorman (JPG) on behalf of Yorkshire Forward have been attended with a view to agreeing the development Drainage proposals. Additional meetings are proposed for Monday 19 March 2007. Most issues have been agreed or resolved, however due to the scale of the proposals a significant snagging list still requires resolution. Most Environmental issues have been addressed. We are still in the process of preparing calculations for a commuted sum payable by the Developer. 

New Potter Grange Pumping Station Refurbishment Works

The Engineers have instructed Perry Pumps at New Potter Grange. 

Orchard Cottage Pumping Station Refurbishing Works
The design for the Orchard Cottage refurbishment (electrical works) is in progress. 

Asset Management Study – Progress Report
The field survey work has been completed on all the Drains within the Goole and Airmyn IDB area.  Since some of the Drains on the Centreport development have been / will be filled in, this part of the Drain survey cannot be formally completed until all new drains are constructed and adopted.

It is not possible for IDB’s to input data onto the EA system at present, NFCDD to be implemented 1 April 2007. The Environment Agency have indicated that all survey work should be completed by December 2007 and all inputting on to the Environment Agency’s NFCDD system must be completed before April 2008. Discussions with a suitable Contractor are still in progress, since the system is not yet operational, no precise costs can be agreed at the moment. Costs will be presented to the Board after 1 April 2007.

Telemetry
The Board wish to investigate Oriel Systems further, with a view to possibly adopting a Telemetry system from them. A meeting is proposed with Oriel Systems after Easter 2007.

PROPOSED CONSORTIUM

OF BOARDS:

It was quite apparent that the smaller Boards must consider either amalgamation or forming a Consortium with other Boards with a view to having a income of approximately £500,000.00.  Following discussion, it was agreed that the only way forward for this Board was to form part of a Consortium.  Having taken into mind previous discussions relating to this matter, the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and the Clerk had visited Howden for exploratory talks with members of the Lower Ouse Internal Drainage Board who had accepted their approach and agreed that there was a possibility of both Boards joining in Consortia.  The matter was then discussed fully, the members agreed that at this time it would appear to be the only way forward for the Board to continue.  It was agreed that the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and the Clerk endeavour to liaise with the Lower Ouse IDB with a view to forming a Consortium.  It was further agreed that the matter should be in place no later than 1st April 2008.
