MINUTES:
Minutes of the meeting of the Board held on Tuesday the 7th of August 2007 having been circulated to all members were taken as read and found to be correct.  The Chairman then signed them as a true record.

MAINTENANCE:
Pumps

Hook Clough Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly and no problems have been reported since the last meeting. He further reported that the weedscreen cleaner is working correctly and no faults have been reported.


The Clerk reported that following a health and safety check by the Board’s Consultant, Mr R Shepherd, he has arranged for Lincoln Electrical Services to fit an extra emergency stop button onto the weedscreen cleaner gantry.

Downes Ground Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly. There have been no reports of any problems with the weedscreen cleaners since the last meeting. 


Orchard Cottage Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly. He explained that the lights which had been reported as faulty by the Pump Attendant have not yet been repaired, although it is understood that Lincoln Electrical Services will carry out the work in the near future.


New Potter Grange Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that Pump No. 1 has now been refurbished and returned to the Station and is working correctly.


He further reported that Pump No. 2 had been removed for refurbishment and hopefully should be returned by the end of October.


The Clerk further reported that Lincoln Electrical Services have just finished replacing the old control panel with new equipment. This is now working correctly. 


The weedscreen cleaner at this Station has now been repaired since the last meeting. 


Southfield Lane Pumping Station


The Clerk reported that the Pumps at this Station are working correctly and no problems have been reported.  
Drains

The Clerk reported that the annual maintenance of the Drains had now begun. Flailmowing had just about been completed however there were still some areas which needed to be cleared later in the year. Some of the de-weeding has now been completed, but there is still some work to be carried out. 

No reports of pollution have occurred since the last meeting. 

The Clerk reported that he had now received prices from Sweeting Bros to carry out the work at New Potter Grange Drain which takes water from Centreport to New Potter Grange Pumping Station. There is also a price for the work at the M62 Culvert (south side) beside Junction 36.

The Clerk explained that in relation to the first Drain, Natural England have been informed of the Board’s intention and have requested further information from the Board, including a report of the survey from the Board’s Consultant, Mr Jon Traill before they would give permission for any work to be carried out. The Clerk reported that Mr Traill had carried out the survey for this Drain which was currently awaited and Mr Traill is due to carry out the survey of the second Drain later in the week. 

There followed a discussion regarding the work and it was agreed that the Clerk should continue with the programme in order to get permission from Natural England for both jobs. Also the Clerk was instructed to place the relative notices as and when required in the local press.

Minute No. 1917
HEALTH AND SAFETY:
The Clerk reported that no Health and Safety problems had been reported since the last meeting.

Mr Shepherd, the Health and Safety Consultant had recently visited the District in order to check the situation regarding the weedscreen cleaners. It was reported that he is generally happy with the work regime, but requires that the Board display more safety notices. This has occurred because many of the signs which are currently in place are now either defaced or worn. These will need to be replaced. Also new signs relating to the weedscreen cleaners should be added. 


At a recent meeting of the Yorkshire Clerk’s Group, Mr Shepherd attended and gave lots of useful advice including details of the perils regarding overhead power lines.

DEVELOPMENT

(CENTREPORT):
The Clerk reported that Yorkshire Forward have now paid the £60,000 commuted sum which has been supplied in order to assist the maintenance of equipment supplied by Yorkshire Forward, namely:

1. 
At New Potter Grange Pumping Station, a weedscreen cleaner.

2.
At Orchard Cottage Pumping Station, third Pump plus one third of a new control panel.

The Clerk explained that the money had now been placed in a money market account as a fixed sum for 6 months, which will take it up to 6th March 2008 when the capital will then be fixed for 12 months. The interest from this money will be used towards the annual maintenance cost of this equipment. 

The Clerk then explained that on 7th September 2007 the Clerk and Engineer had met with Mr John Gorman and Mr Michael Thomas, representatives of the Developer at Centreport. He explained that Mr Thomas had been contracted by the Developer in order to assist him regarding the commuted sum. The meeting was strongly contested and no headway was made by the Board. The Board are currently awaiting the Developer’s proposals. 

The Clerk further reported that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Planning Office have been very concerned over the fact that the drainage conditions have not yet been signed off. The Clerk explained that the IDB will not sign anything until there has been a settlement made regarding the commuted sum. 

The Clerk reported that on 15th October he had received a phone call from the ex-Manager for the contractor, Bowmer Kirkland who are the builders of the Tesco site, informing the Clerk that there were problems as the surface water was not moving off site. A full check of the site showed that the problem was most probably located on the site at the surface water Pumping Station. The Clerk had attempted to obtain keys from the Developer in order to enter the Pumping Station but as these were not available, he had to cut the locks off with bolt croppers. Upon checking the system it was found that the well which is some 6 metres deep was full to within half a metre of the top. Upon checking the control panel, it was found that all three motors had tripped out. These were checked individually and two were found to be working correctly and No. 1 Pump was found to be in a poor condition and was therefore switched off. The Clerk reset Pumps 2 and 3 in order to move the water off site. When the Clerk was satisfied that the water was being pumped satisfactorily, he switched 2 and 3 Pumps onto auto then closed the site down. He replaced the padlocks with standard IDB padlocks and gave the keys for these locks to Mr Fowler. Mr Fairburn of Jordon Pritchard Gorman who are agents of the Developer, was contacted and informed of the situation. 

The Clerk expressed concern over the state of the Pumps and apparent lack of maintenance which was very obvious when checking the control cabinet.

The Clerk reported that the title of the Developer had changed once again and is currently Stirling Capital Limited. They are still working from the same address.

It was understood that the Tesco site was scheduled to be handed over on 1st October 2007. The Clerk has received no confirmation whether or not this has occurred. He explained that together with the Engineer he makes regular site visits as there are several concerns which the Board has and these have been taken up with the Developer’s agents.

RIVERBANK AT 

HOOK:
The Clerk reported that he had now received a verbal agreement from Roger Dixon of the Environment Agency that the Board could progress the matter of flushing the Drain out. He had visited the site with the Engineer who says that due to the state of the Drain, costs could be quite high and he urged caution before any work was commenced.

It was reported at the last meeting that this matter has been progressed and it is expected that the Engineer will have the tenders distributed before the next meeting.

ECOLOGY:
The Clerk reported that this was a new part of his Report and he felt that regular reports on the ecological situation within the Board’s District was now necessary. 


He reported that at present the Board was trapping mink under the supervision of the Board’s Consultant, Mr Jon Traill. This has been done in order to help preserve the rest of the wildlife around the Centreport site. It is hoped that this exercise will extend to other parts of the District in the near future.  A total of six mink have been trapped and disposed of since the programme commenced at the beginning of September. 


The Clerk reported that he had spoken to Jon Traill regarding the supply and fitting of bird boxes etc., within the area of New Potter Grange Pumping Station. Mr Traill stated that the area particularly around New Potter Grange Pumping Station could accommodate two barn owl boxes, a kestrel box, a little owl box and maybe a couple of bat boxes. It was estimated that these could be provided at a cost of around £250.00 plus fitting. 


The Clerk explained that this type of project would help the Board and if it is accepted and trialled properly, then we would be able to provide other equipment in other parts of the District. Following discussion it was agreed unanimously to go ahead with this project and asked that the work be done under supervision of Mr Traill.

PARKSIDE SCHOOL:
The Clerk reported that following Councillor Taylor’s comments at the last meeting regarding the problem of standing water on the school playing field at Parkside School, Sweeting Bros had been contracted to clean out the Board’s Drains and have also been requested to clean out this particular Drain. They have as a consequence removed several large shrubs and bushes and cleared the Drain to ensure that there is adequate room on it to remove any water. It is believed that if the water still stands on the field, then it is a problem for the Education Authority who must consider re-draining the field itself.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:
The Engineer reported:-

Downes Ground Pumping Station - Refurbishment

A report will be read out on the results of the monitoring at the board meeting.

Junction 36, M62 Centreport Development
At the time of writing, works on site are virtually complete. I understand a handover occurred in the first week of October. The clerk and the engineer have made inspections since the last board meeting. Further meetings to be held to discuss commuted sums have been fruitless. The results of a meeting held between the board chairman, vice chairman, clerk and engineer will be discussed at the meeting.
New Potter Grange Pumping Station Refurbishment Works

Perry Pumps re-fitted the first screw pump, which is now working normally with no problems. Top bearing had completely disintegrated. A new motor has been fitted, gearbox bearings were worn out and all needed replacing. The gears themselves were in good order. The screw itself has been re-edged, repainted and all corroded areas on the casing have been repaired. Second pump has been removed and a similar level of repair is likely to be required, hopefully this second pump will be re-fitted in approximately three weeks time and fully commissioned by early November, electrical panel replacement should be complete by the end of October, and all works at this pumping station will then be complete. 
Orchard Cottage Pumping Station Refurbishing Works
The design is complete, but not yet out to tender, awaiting completion of New Potter Grange works before tendering, Weed screen cleaning equipment works to start on site shortly, existing fence line to be extended to incorporate additional Weedscreen cleaner stanchion post.
NFCDD / ADA database and asset management – Progress Report
ADA introduced a new system for inputting data. All the grid references and details of the board’s assets have been inputted onto the system and forwarded to ADA. Drawings however not yet complete, by the time of the board meeting, this will have been forwarded to ADA. It will be necessary to regularly re-assess the board’s assets and to update the data held by ADA, interval not yet confirmed, but likely to be in the region of three to five years. Items in poor condition will need to be updated more frequently.
Fluvial Grant Aid – Future Work Submission
MTP application on behalf of the board successfully made by the 31st August 2007 deadline. Awaiting approval of grant aid by December of this year, regarding the Hook and Southfield improvement scheme.

IDB IMPLEMENTATION

REVIEW:
The Clerk reported that there had been no further comments from either DEFRA or the Environment Agency regarding this matter.

PROPOSED CONSORTIUM:
The Clerk reported that since the last meeting when the Board considered forming a Consortium of the Lower Ouse IDB and several local Boards, he had now received further offer from Mr Bate of A & F Engineers (the Board’s Engineer) to provide the Clerk’s services to the Board. He explained that he had included Mr Bate’s costings together with the costings from the Lower Ouse IDB for the Board’s information. Following discussion it was agreed that the action by the Clerk to accept the proposal and to place before the Board was correct. They then agreed to discuss the proposal. It was agreed that Mr Bate should be allowed to stay during this part of the meeting, in order to explain any points on his cost analysis and spreadsheet. Following discussion of the contents with Mr Bate, he was requested to leave the meeting. The Board then discussed the spreadsheet received from Lower Ouse, regarding costs. The Clerk explained that the cost did not include any extra staff being incorporated to assist in running the five extra Boards. He had discussed this with Mr Allen who had decided that he would at this stage require an extra £27,000 to pay for the services of an Assistant Clerk/Engineer. It was expected that the same principle for the division of costs between the Boards would apply. If this was so, then it would appear that the Board would have to pay an extra £3542.40.

There then followed a long and in-depth discussion regarding the matter and finally it was agreed unanimously that the Board should retain the services of Mr Bate as Clerk to the Board. He was then informed of the Board’s decision.

The Clerk was instructed to contact Mr Allen and to inform him of the Board’s decision.

IDB FORUM:
The Clerk reported that together with the Engineer, he had attended an IDB Forum organised by the Yorkshire Flood Defence Council, in conjunction with The Environment Agency at the Old Vicarage, Riccall on Tuesday, 4th September 2007. There was a large delegation of Drainage Board Clerks and Engineers together with representatives from DEFRA and The Environment Agency. The meeting discussed at great length the damage to flood defences caused by the June flood event in which £16 million worth of damage had been caused. It was indicated that the rainfall event in the East Riding and Hull area represented a rainfall event of between 1 to 200 and 1 to 400 years. 

There followed a very strong discussion regarding the problems that ensued and also what The Environment Agency’s thoughts were for the future. It was finally agreed to hold a further meeting in January/February 2008.
